Bank Holiday Monday 5th May 2025
Rules & Regulations:
1. Entries must be submitted along with the correct entry fee of £10 by the closing date: Sunday 27th April 2025
2. To be eligible players must be aged 19+ years (born 2006 or earlier) and must be a bona fide West Hants full member by 27th April 2025.

3. Players must have British Tennis Membership and a World Tennis Number (WTN) between 25.0 and 40.9.

4. Both players in a doubles pair must submit an entry form and pay the relevant fee by the closing date.
5. At least one player of each pair must be from Dorset (on their LTA British Tennis Membership details). 

6. Format will be decided once all entries have been received. The event will be played to conclusion on Bank Holiday Monday 5th May.

7. Each event must have a minimum of 3 pairs for it to go ahead.

8. Players must be available all day between 11:30am and 3:30pm on Monday 5th May 2025.
9. Matches will take place on the artificial grass courts unless the weather is bad in which case there is indoor back up.

10. Abbreviated / timed scoring methods may be used.

11. The winners and possibly the runners up will represent West Hants at the County / Area on 21st / 22nd June (venue TBC). (National Finals are at Wimbledon 6th – 9th August)
12. If two players pair up and one of the players subsequently withdraws or is unable to take part in the next stage of the competition, the whole pair are withdrawn from the event (reserve players may not come in to make up a pair).
13. Any players that have previously received any professional tennis ranking points are not eligible to take part.
